The Marie-Curie-Gymnasium is located in the valley of the Dreisam River, surrounded by hills of 
the black forest and close to the city of Freiburg in the south-western corner of Germany. Around

as well. For many years there have been exchange programms with schools from England, France, 
Chile and Spain and our students regularly participate in them with great interest. Cultural 
exchange is seen as a fundamental part of education. We are happy to be part of the European 
Youth Forum in Trogen in March 2023.
